From the desk of the Parish Priest (updated)
“if anyone declares himself for me in the presence of men,

| will declare myself in the presence of my Father in heaven”

We send our prayers and best wishes to our fathers today. Our fathers, as priests of the family,
have a divine responsibility to hand on the faith to their children. Abraham is our father in
faith’, as God assured that from him, his children would become a great nation. St Joseph is
an exemplary father, taking Mary to be his wife despite the unusual circumstances of her
pregnancy, trusting God was at work through him and in his Holy Family. In the Gospel, Jarius
falls at the feet of Jesus pleading with him to save his daughter from death; he a noble official
humbling himself before a higher authority. Above all we hear the account of the ‘Forgiving
Father’ of the ‘Prodigal Son’ who is ready and waiting to wrap his arms around his wayward
child. God the Father of Mercies’ never gives up on his children, always calling them to come
home to the Church, the place where we experience the forgiveness of our sins and have
access to our promised inheritance. ‘If anyone declares himself for me in the presence of men,
| will declare myself for him in the presence of my Father in heaven. But the one who disowns

me in the presence of men, | will disown in the presence of my Father in heaven’.

21% June is also a ‘Day for Life’. Remember, life begins at conception and is to be protected
at every stage and in every condition until natural death. In the UK alone there were over
200,000 abortions last year (9 million since the 1967 Act of Parliament), meaning abortion has
become too readily available, not the few compassionate cases the civil law was meant for.
We reject the mantra, “my body, my choice”, because there are two persons, one with a choice
and one without a choice! Additionally, as Eucharistic Christians we are formed on the life-
giving principle of ‘this is my body which is given up for you’, a call to put ourselves into second
place for the sake of the other: “l have come that they may have life”, says the Lord, “and have
it in abundance”. As Catholics, we hold to the Natural Law and are not sold on the secular
notion that ‘it is just a bunch of cells’ and only a baby if chosen. No, of course, we can easily
see through that lie. In every case this is a unique person who will never be again! Hence, the
phrase ‘every life matters’ because so many lives are lost in the womb, and in some countries,
there has been an increase in end of life practices that are or very close to Euthanasia. ‘We

pray the Lord will deliver our souls from the hands of evil men’. Fr Simon.

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Church Re-Opening Update:

Bishop’s House in Hove have given us the green light to open St Mary Magdalene for
private prayer. The Church will be open for private prayer only (no service, sacraments
or public devotions are permitted yet). The Church will be open on:

e Fridays — 09.30am to 11.30am

e Saturdays — 09.30am to 11.30am
Thank you to the volunteers for making this possible.
Remember that this is an advanced provision which was originally only to be allowed

as part of the Government’s Roadmap from 4™ July.

Please practice social distancing, follow the one-way system and the advice of the
stewards. Access is limited and restricted, with a capacity of 8 people, so you may be
required to queue and wait before being admitted. The more the Church is open (both
in terms of days and access), the more cleaning is required. If we get more
volunteers, we may be able to make additional sessions available. There must be at
least 2 volunteers on duty at any one time, so we need teams of 4 people to make a
shift viable and not to overburden people as the weeks roll on. Volunteers should:

e Already be DBS cleared by the parish (or by a recognisable organisation).

e Be Under 70 years of age

e Be free from any of the health risk groups (personally & in the household).

We are also opening the Memorial Garden for private prayer (no services yet). You
will still need to maintain social distancing, and only 6 people are allowed in the garden
at any one time. You may wish to carry a personal hand sanitiser to apply before (and
/ or) after you enter the code into the lock: The code is: C 3468. As with flats, do not
wedge the gate open, do not hold it open for other people, especially people you do

not know, and do not give the code out to anyone in the street.

People ask when we will be returning to Mass? We just do not know. Returning to
Sunday Mass as we know it, needs permission for gatherings of 250+ people and no
social distancing rules. At present, with a 2-metre social distancing requirement
reduces the capacity of St Mary Magdalene to just 36 people! We imagine it will not

be much greater than that at St Martha’s.

Sacraments: While our Churches are slowly re-opening for private prayer, we still not
have permission for Mass or the celebration of the Sacraments. As soon as the
Bishops of England & Wales issue some guidance | will update you, but seeing the
‘routines of supervision, cleaning and social distancing’that we have had to adhere to
just to allow people into pray, we will all have to play our part in achieving the same or
even stricter routines for Mass and the celebration of sacraments. What about
applications for the 2021 programmes? We are not yet accepting applications for
First Holy Communion or Confirmation as we do not yet know how these courses will
be run. Baptisms: All baptisms scheduled for the month of June are hereby
suspended. They can be rearranged (with the postponed baptisms from March to May)

when restrictions on public Masses and services have been lifted.

For people in Care, Residential & Nursing Homes: Please first check with the care
home to see if visits are possible / advisable and then ask the care home to ring the
priests direct: Fr Simon opt 3 or Fr Rajesh opt 2 on 01424 210 263 — they may need
to leave a voicemail message. We will discuss with them what is most appropriate.
For those in Eastbourne DGH or Conquest Hospital: You must ring the Conquest
Hospital Chaplaincy on 01424 757088 who are co-ordinating emergency response for
both hospitals (or ask the Ward to contact the on-call Catholic Chaplain who will
determine what is appropriate).

For Bexhill Hospital: ask the ward to phone Fr Rajesh on 01424 210 263 (opt 2) and

he will discuss with them what is appropriate.

It may be that visits are not appropriate, especially if the person is self-isolating to
protect themselves. The most appropriate support might be via the telephone. The
