Public Masses in our parishes have been celebrated again
since 12" July (see page 4 for the list of public Masses), and so
far there have been no capacity issues with about 15% of our
pre-COVID congregation ready to return to public worship of
God, being in his presence and ministering to him. At present,
the most important ministry from the people of God is
stewarding, to ensure that congregations are welcomed safely
into the Church in line with social distancing. We are grateful to
the nine teams of stewards who are facilitating this, but we
must be mindful of them, not over-burdening them or taking
them for granted. Without them we will have to return to
Masses celebrated online only. They are acting on my

behalf, so please follow their instructions with due care.

Please discern: God is calling you to offer yourself as a
steward so that the people of God in our parish can continue to
stand at the foot of the cross and give thanks for the sacrifice
that takes our sins away and have access to heaven. If you are
