Perhaps only come to one Mass at week,
and make sure you wear a face covering
over mouth and nose (unless exempt),
sanitize your hands, complete the track
and trace, maintain social distance
throughout, and do not mix with anyone
not in your housebound in the Church or
outside the Church; follow the directions of
the stewards and please only receive Holy
Communion in the hand and then go
straight home. Please do not gather to

chat after Mass — we are in Lockdown.

The Feast of the Presentation of the Lord (Candlemas)
Tuesday 2" February 2021
“Dear brothers and sisters, forty days have passed since we
celebrated the joyful feast of the Nativity of the Lord. Today
