This week we begin the Sacred Lenten season when we
‘begin with holy fasting our campaign of Christian Service, so
that, as we take up battle against spiritual evils, we may be
armed with weapons of self-restraint’. On Ash Wednesday,
Mass will be Facebook Live only at 10am and 6pm. The
distribution of Ashes will be at St Mary Magdalene as a ‘walk-
through’ between 11am and 11.30am & 7pm and 7.30pm.

With the COVID precaution of avoiding unnecessary contact,
the Ashes will be distributed following the Roman custom, by
sprinkling ash over the top of your head rather than the
English custom of a paste on your forehead in the form of a

cross. (Face-covering required)
