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Celebration of Mass for our Patronal Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary (3-8th October)

Rosary Sunday (2/3rd October): Vigil Mass at 6pm (STMM), 9am (St Martha’s), 11am & 6pm (STMM). 

On the Feast Day (7th October): Mass at 6.30pm in St Mary Magdalene (with Fr Simon). 

Pontifical Mass (8th October): Mass at 7pm in St Mary Magdalene (with Bishop Richard Moth).  

(This Mass on Friday 8th October includes our 5 parish Confirmations and replaces the 10am Mass). 

 

The Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary (7th October 2021) 

The Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary commemorates the extraordinary victory of European Christians at 

the Battle of Lepanto in 1571 over the Ottomans. On paper, Europe should not have won, being vastly 

outnumbered in ships and men. The victory was attributed to a Rosary procession through the streets of 

Rome on the eve of the battle. As we pray the Rosary this October (the month of Our Lady), we will 

process through the mysteries of the Gospel, the good news of our own salvation from sin and death.
