“Let your light shine” 

This Sunday, at 11am Mass in St Mary Magdalene, our 

parish primary school will lead the liturgy. It has been a 

fantastic year for St Mary Magdalene Primary School, having 

received an “Outstanding” assessment from the Catholic 

Schools Inspection. The Inspectors were impressed that the 

children had taken to heart the simple vision that pervades all 

aspects of school life. In everything the children say or do, 

they ‘let their light shine’ (c.f. Matt 5:15), using their God 

given gifts and talents to enhance the life of the community. 

In the parish, we can learn from the children, ensuring we too 

‘let our light shine’ for the greater glory of God. The Gospel 

for today is that of ‘Martha and Mary’, showing us, we must 

serve and listen to the Lord. This means we can be involved 

in the liturgy, especially as: welcomers, sacristans, servers, 

musicians, and readers; and outside the liturgy as catechists, 

cleaners, altar linen washers, coffee baristas, SVP, 

Communion visitors, and members of the Finance Committee 

– to name but a few options. It was the Apostles mission to 

make disciples of all the nations, and in accepting baptism, 

we like St Paul (2nd reading) ‘became the servant of the 

Church’ as ‘God made us responsible for delivering God’s 

message’ to others. As the alternative gospel acclamation 

sings, ‘Blessed are those who, with a noble and generous 

heart, take the word of God to themselves and yield a harvest 

through their perseverance’. God bless. Fr Simon
