In the year 597AD on the Isle of Thanet in Kent, a landing took place that would change the course of English history. It was the coming of St Augustine, a holy man, and of learning and faith. Augustine brought the Christian gospel from Rome to the Anglo-Saxons of this land. He met and converted the Kent King, Ethelberg, inaugurating a new era of faith, culture and art, the beginnings of what we now know as England, becoming the founding Archbishop of Canterbury. You are invited to join our parish pilgrimage ‘in the footsteps of St. Augustine’.  This first day pilgrimage is to the Shrine of St. Augustine and the National Pugin Centre at Ramsgate and includes Mass and a private veneration of the relic of St. Augustine in the beautiful Pugin church.  We will move on to pray at the Saxon Cross of St. Augustine, marking his landing site in Pegwell Bay, and finally onto the Benedictine Abbey of Minster to venerate the relic of St Mildred and 13th July is her Feast Day! Mildred was 2nd Abbess of Minster (695 AD) and she led the monastic community in wisdom and love until her death in 725. She was a peacemaker, and following her death, many miracles were ascribed to her; she quickly became a focus of pilgrimage. Sr. Benedict will also give us a tour of Minster Abbey, and we can have refreshments at Parkminster Tea Room, set in the abbey grounds, before our coach home.
